LEGS Regional Training of Trainers Course: Application Form

The Livestock Emergency Guidelines and Standards (LEGS) are a set of international guidelines and standards for the design, implementation and assessment of livestock interventions to assist people affected by humanitarian crises. The LEGS handbook was published in April 2009 and a second, post-publication phase has now begun, focusing on developing training materials based on LEGS and the roll-out of a Training of Trainers (TOT) programme in 12 developing regions of the world.

On completion of the TOT, trainees will become ‘LEGS Trainers’, and will be equipped and available to carry out the 3-day LEGS Training Course in their own country and region. It is anticipated that these training courses will be commissioned by individual agencies or groups of agencies from their own funding.  LEGS Trainers are expected to carry out LEGS Training Courses in their country or region at least two times a year, as required by commissioning organisations. Successful applicants who are currently employed will therefore need to submit a signed letter from their employer, confirming acceptance of these terms, before their participation on the course is finalised. 

Applications are encouraged from NGOs, government agencies, international agencies and individual consultants. The selection criteria for participation in the TOT Training are as follows:

1. Experience of delivering participatory training 

2. Emergency or livestock experience

3. Commitment to carry out LEGS Training Courses at least twice a year on demand

4. Commitment from employer (where applicable) to release Trainer to carry out LEGS Training Courses for other organisations at least twice a year as required, in addition to any internal trainings that may be carried out [terms of release to be negotiated between the employer and the commissioning organisation]

5. Familiarity with LEGS (experience of applying LEGS in the field desirable)

6. Familiarity with Sphere (desirable)

The LEGS Project covers the cost of the TOT trainers, hire of venue and training materials. Participants are required to cover their travel costs to reach the venue, and their full board accommodation for 6 days.  A limited number of bursaries are available for a small number of participants who are unable to meet all these costs.
